Summary of Noteworthy Calls for Service

03/28/2025 Assault 9400 Harding Ave

The victim, an elderly male, reported being involved in an altercation with an adult male while waiting
at a bus stop. The dispute escalated when the male suspect punched the victim in the head,
threatened him with a knife, and then fled northbound on Harding Avenue.

The victim had no visible injuries but complained of head pain. Miami-Dade Fire Rescue responded,
treated him on scene, and released him. A BOLO was broadcast, and officers conducted an area
search. A male matching the suspect’s description was detained, and a show-up was conducted with
the victim. However, the victim was unable to make a positive identification. The Criminal Investigations
Unit (CIU) was contacted and responded to the scene.
