Surfside Receives FIND Grant for
Seawall Replacement

The Florida Inland Navigation District (FIND) presented Surfside with a grant for
nearly $500,000 to replace Town-owned seawalls along the bay front as part of
the recent infrastructure upgrades. FIND is a special State taxing district for the
management and maintenance of the Atlantic Intracoastal Waterway. FIND also
provides assistance to governments and municipalities to develop waterway
access and improvement projects. Miami-Dade County's FIND Commissioner
Spencer Crowley presented the Surfside Town Commission a check at the
January 2017 meeting.

COMPLIANCE CORNER

New Beach
Furniture Ordinance

On December 13, 2016, the Town Commission adopted
a new Ordinance that will regulate the placement of
beach furniture on the public beach. The goal of the
Ordinance is to protect the public health, safety and wel-
fare of all beach users.

The Ordinance defines beach furniture to include any
chair, umbrella, tent or any other object that is used on
the beach. The Ordinance places specific limitations on
beach furniture placement. Beach furniture items shall
not inhibit access to the public beach, nor obstruct rea-
sonable access on the beach for pedestrians and emer-
gency vehicles, nor impact native vegetation, nor affect
sea turtles or other wildlife.

Beach Furniture Operators, as defined in the Ordinance,
must obtain a Town issued permit to place beach furni-
ture on the public beach. In addition, they must procure
a local business tax receipt to engage in beach furniture
operations. The Ordinance does not require a permit
from the general public to place beach furniture on the
public beach for their personal use.

Any person or entity that is found to be in violation of
the Ordinance will be subject to pay a civil fine. If you
